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HONOR GRADUATION 
 
 A student must have completed two full semesters at Huron high school 
in order to qualify for honor graduation. 
 
 Student grades for all regular academic courses are considered for 
computing grade point averages.  Grades in music and driver education are 
excluded. 
 
 Students who graduate with a grade point average of 3.900 or higher 
are listed as graduating with HIGHEST HONORS. 
 
 Students who graduate with a grade point average of 3.750 to 3.899 
inclusive are designated as graduating with HIGH HONORS.  
 
 Students who graduate with a grade point average of 3.50 through 
3.749 are designated as graduating with HONORS. 
 
 Grade point averages are computed and honor graduates are 
determined at the end of the seventh semester.  Final class rank will be 
established after the completion of eight semesters.  If a student does not 
qualify for highest honors, high honors, or honor graduation after seven 
semesters, but does qualify after eight semesters, that student will be 
recognized at graduation but will not be listed on the graduation program. 
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
